In Northampton County, we don’t panic, we prepare. We want to assure our citizens that their County 
government will stay open. In order to insure our continuity of operations, we have issued a Declara-
tion of Local Emergency. It is imperative, that Gracedale, Northampton County Prison and Emergency 
Management have all of the tools in the tool box at their disposal. This Declaration does that.

While this Declaration does potentially have implications for the wider County community, with re-
spect to the coordination of local response efforts and in supporting any state and/or federal govern-
ment responses in the County, the intent of this Declaration, for now, is meant to be limited to the con-
tinuing operation of County government. Should the necessity to broaden the scope of the Emergency 
become necessary we will communicate with the public as quickly and transparently as possible.

Emergency Management Director Todd Weaver and myself have been in touch with the Governor’s 
Office and the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency to explain why we have taken this ac-
tion. The Commonwealth has been very supportive of our local efforts and continues to be in light of 
this Declaration.

We are very likely closer to the beginning of this event than the end. We want people to stay calm. 
Intensify your hand washing. Understand that for a little while our lives are going to be lived a little 
differently. But, by making this Declaration we hope to further limit the risk to residents of Gracedale 
and Northampton County Prison as well giving Gracedale and Emergency Management maximum 
flexibility in dealing with this Emergency.

However, all Y Branches 
and the Forks Education Center will continue to operate Early Childhood Education, Preschool Pro-
gramming and temporary School Age Child Care as long as we may do so safely, responsibly and in 
line with prevailing public health advisement. Other essential services including our Allentown Warm-
ing Station and our free Youth Meals Programming will continue to operate for as long as possible. We 
thank you for your support of the Y during this unprecedented time.
