Bill to Honor Gold 
Star Families 
Advances

BETHLEHEM - I joined my fel-
low lawmakers this week in giving 
unanimous approval to a bill that 
would permit the Department of 
General Services to construct a 
memorial monument on state Capi-
tol grounds recognizing Gold Star 
families.

Dating back to World War II, 
Pennsylvania has 36,584 Gold Star 
families that would be honored by 
this memorial monument. Gold Star 
families are those that have expe-
rienced the loss of an immediate 
family member who died as a result 
of active-duty military service.

The bill is sponsored by Rep. Joe 
Kerwin of Dauphin County, who 
serves in the Pennsylvania Army 
National Guard and was deployed 
to forward operating positions in 
East Africa earlier this year.

House Bill 71 now goes to the 
Senate for consideration.
