Stroudsburg Borough recently released the report that
can be found here that was done by an independent en-
vironmental company for the soil samples behind Bryant
Street proving that it is a wetland/vernal pool. This find-
ing should now require PennDOT to add a 75-foot buffer
through Bryant Street, thus leading to a redesign of the

expansion project.

Not only was the vegetation there, but we are also con-
fident that we will find threatened and endangered spe-
cies. We believe it to be a wildlife corridor already. Had
these studies been done in 2019 when PennFuture and
the Brodhead Water Association requested them from
PennDOT, we could have saved ourselves a lot of agony
wondering what was going to happen.

Prescription Assistance Programs

The state’s PACE and PACENET
programs help qualified residents,
age 65 and older, get prescription
medicine at a lower cost. These
programs work with Medicare Part
D and other drug plans, like those
from retiree plans, employers,
Medicare Advantage, and Veter-
ans’ Benefits.

For PACE, for a single person,
total income must be $14,500 or
less, and for a married couple,
$17,700 or less. For PACENET, for
a single person, total income can
be between $14,501 and $33,500,
and for a married couple, between
$17,701 and $41,500.
