4-H Woodworking Sun-
set Camps for Kids!

The camp will be held in a woodshop at 
3744 Church View Road, Emmaus, PA, 
18049. The camp dates are May 29 and 
30, 2024 from 6-8 pm.

Registration is limited to 9 for Measuring 
Up and 6 for Saw It, Build it.
