 Two (2) proofs of residency 
 Immunizations 
 Physical Exam Record   
 Dental Exam Record  

 
To schedule a screening appointment, the completed online registration and mandatory documents must be 
submitted and approved by the registration secretary. Kindergarten screenings for the 2025-2026 School Year 
will occur in June of 2025. All screenings are by appointment only. An adult must accompany the child for their 
screening appointment. Our kindergarten staff is eager to meet and work with your child!
