STROUDSBURG - The Friends of
Eastern Monroe Public Library (EMPL)
will be hosting their annual book sales
in the Community Room at the Hughes
Library located at 1002 North Ninth
Street in Stroudsburg, PA.

This book sale,
on average, generates an additional
annual profit exceeding $23,000.
