According to Military Times, Specialist Holland served in the Pennsylvania Army National Guard 
from 2006 to 2008. He tragically lost his life to a roadside bomb in Afghanistan. The bomb struck 
Holland’s Humvee near the town of Zormat and killed an Air Force major serving with the Provincial 
Reconstruction Team. The bomb also wounded the vehicle’s gunner.
