Donald Jones is a ‘Friends of Minsi Lake’

UMBT - WWII Veteran, local Slate Belt Historian / Poet, life long Bangor resident and personal 
friend was the first resident to donate to ‘Friends of Minsi Lake’  (FOML) project. 

 Before the dam was even drained for construction Jones said to me “Mike, I want to donate to the 
project, I have so many fond memories of that lake.”

Back in 2018 Jones, the 96 years old shared a lot of the history of the lake  as he remembered 
back in the 1975 when it first opened, he was 51.  I brought some of that info back to our FOML 
committee which we used for some of our public relations.

For his donation Jones received his own porcupine crib fish habitat structure with his name on 
it.   Co Chair John Mauser put his name on it just before they loaded it on a boat to take it out to its 
specific GPS location then submerged under water. 

Jones will receive a certificate with the GPS location numbers on it and a thank you from Friends 
of Minsi Lake Committee.
