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Sunday Hunting Days Set for 2025

The new Sunday hunting days for 2025 have been set by the Pennsylvania Game Commis-
sion.

Beginning Sept. 14, and through the second Sunday in firearms deer season Dec. 7, all Sundays 
that fall within established hunting seasons will be included as part of those seasons and open to 
hunting.

Migratory game bird seasons are the lone exception. No Sundays will be added to the 2025-26 
migratory game bird seasons because those seasons are set through federal

frameworks and adding any Sundays at this time would result in a loss of hunting days in 2025-
