In a recent video, Sen. Rosemary Brown
and PennDOT Secretary Mike Carroll talk-
ed about how safety issues on I-80 war-
ranted almost a billion dollars in repairs in
the expansion project.

However, in PennDOT’s own 2024 crash
data report, Monroe County is rated as the
44th most dangerous in terms of crashes
out of 67 counties in Pennsylvania. That
doesn’t exactly paint the picture of danger being presented. It's a scare tactic aimed at
bilking taxpayers out of a billion dollars, for only 3.5 miles, or nearly $300 million a mile.

In 2023, there were 11 fatalities on all Monroe County roads combined.
