Watch for Swarms ”of
Spotted Lanternfly

SLATE BELT - Spotted Lanternfly, hav-
ing grown into adults after storing up the
summer warmth and energy, are begin-
ning to swarm. They hunt for tall struc-
tures such as trees and houses in prepa-
ration to launch themselves into the wind,
look for food and find a safe place to lay
their eggs. The Spotted Lanternfly poses
no harm to humans; however, they dis-
rupt outdoor activity and feed off several
types of trees.

These swarming events give research-
ers a good idea of where large popula-
tions might exist today, and where egg
masses will likely be found in the winter
months. Reporting these swarms via the
Public Reporting Tool will aid researchers
and treatment staff alike in the effort to
slow the spread of this invasive insect.
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
