WASHINGTON TWSP - Mu-
nicipal Separate Storm Sewer 
Systems (MS4) Permit – PRP & 
TMDL Plan Public Notification

The goals of all MS4 programs 
as required by PADEP are to re-
duce the discharge of pollutants 
from the Township to protect wa-
ter quality and to satisfy require-
ments of the Clean Water Act. 

 As part of the MS4 permit 
requirements, the Township is 
required to prepare a Pollutant 
Reduction Plan (PRP) and a To-
tal Maximum Daily Loads (TMDL) 
Plan.  The specific goal of the 
PRP is to reduce siltation in 
Waltz Creek and Brushy Meadow 
Creek.  The specific goal of the 
TMDL Plan is to reduce siltation 
in Waltz Creek.  The proposed 
PRP & TMDL Plan consists of 
streambank restoration along 
a certain portion of Greenwalk 
Creek, which is tributary to Waltz 
Creek, and/or a vegetated open 
channel in the tributary water-
shed.  

As required by PADEP, this no-
tice is being published to inform 
the public that the Township in-
tends to submit a PRP and TMDL 
Plan to PADEP on or before 
December 3, 2019.  A minimum 
30-day public comment period 
will commence on the date of this 
publication and will terminate on 
October 16, 2019.  

Public comments will be of-
ficially accepted at the November 
13, 2019 regularly scheduled 
Township Board of Supervisors 
Meeting.  The Township will 
consider and make a record of 
the consideration of each timely 
comment received from the 
public during the public com-
ment period concerning the plan, 
identifying any changes made to 
the plan in response to the com-
ments.  

The public may view the PRP 
and TMDL Plan documents dur-
ing regular business hours at the 
Township Office, 1021 Wash-
ington Boulevard, Bangor, PA 
18013.
