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Northampton County Lawmakers Setthe Record Straight
on Budget Dispute with County Executive McClure

Today, | joined Reps. Zach Mako and Milou Mackenzie in send-
ing a letter to Northampton County Executive Lamont McClure to
address misleading statements about Pennsylvania’s budget im-
passe.

We set the record straight on claims that Senate Republicans
are responsible for the impasse, noting the Senate passed a stop-
gap budget on Aug. 12 to release funding while negotiations contin-
ued. This would have provided critical funding for county programs,
schools and essential services. Less than 24 hours later, the House
Democratic majority voted it down.

“We urge you to stop playing politics with people’s lives. Cancel-
ing events and sending letters intended to alarm constituents is not
good government,” the letter states.

We also disputed a Sept. 19 letter from the county’s Department of Human Services, which con-
tained multiple inaccuracies and left out the stopgap budget. 911 centers will not lose funding. We en-
couraged the county executive to urge House Democratic leadership and Speaker Joanna McClinton
to convene the House to pass at least a stopgap budget and restore county program funding.
