NCC Named One of Newsweek’s Top Online Colleges

BETHLEHEM, PA - Northamp-
ton Community College (NCC) 
has been named to Newsweek’s 
list of America’s Top Online Col-
leges 2024. The list highlights

The college was ranked 83rd among the top 200 highly rated colleges and universities that made the 
cut across the United States.
