In 2005, at the age of 57, Cetronia Volunteer EMT Glenn Rader was
experiencing symptoms of a heart attack while at work for his full-
time employer, Nestle Purina. After calling 911, Cetronia Ambulance
Corps swiftly responded. Paramedic Miguel Rivera, now a supervisor
at Cetronia, provided Glenn with the immediate care he needed and
safely transported him to the hospital.

Glenn underwent a quadruple bypass and began his journey to re-
covery. He continued to serve at Cetronia retiring in 2013 after 28
years. His story is a powerful reminder that a medical emergency can
happen to anyone, at any time, and in any place.
