License Your Dog in 2025

The Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture 
is reminding dog owners to license their pets for 
2025.

All dogs three months of age and older are re-
quired to be licensed by Jan. 1 of each year. Dog 
owners may choose to purchase single year li-
censes or a lifetime license, if their dog has some 
form of permanent identification, such as a micro-
chip or tattoo.

Single year licenses cost $8.70, while lifetime li-
censes cost $52.70. Senior citizens or people with 
disabilities may purchase a single year license for 
$6.70 or a lifetime license for $36.70.
