PEN ARGYL - As the number of Lyme disease cases 
in the state and across the nation continues to rise, 
students can use their artistic talents to raise aware-
ness of the prevalence of ticks and the types of dis-
eases they carry.

However, if the infection is left untreated, it can spread to joints, the heart and the nervous system. 
Ticks that cause Lyme disease are found in every county and every green space, even in cities.
