Pennsylvania Expands Access to Pharmacy Services

HARRISBURG - Harrisburg, PA — The Wolf administration is removing barriers for pharmacies 
to provide services for Pennsylvanians in response to the COVID-19 outbreak. Governor Wolf has 
granted a request from the Pennsylvania Department of State to suspend certain pharmacy regula-
tions to enable more flexible and available services during the coronavirus emergency.

The temporary changes include helping pharmacies practice social distancing for staff and allow-
ing for the licensure of out-of-state pharmacies to ship goods into Pennsylvania.

“Temporarily lifting certain requirements and restrictions allows qualified pharmacy professionals 
to more easily provide essential services,” Secretary of State Kathy Boockvar said. “This measure 
will help to ensure that Pennsylvanians continue to receive the medications and pharmacy services 
they need.”

Suspended regulations include:
Governor Wolf’s order will enable remote supervision by telephone or computer, so pharmacy 

technicians and pharmacy interns may carry out data entry without a supervising pharmacist “on the 
premises.”

For out-of-state pharmacies that wish to ship goods into Pennsylvania, the requirement for nonres-
ident pharmacy registration is temporarily suspended for the duration of the COVID-19 emergency, 
and out-of-state pharmacies may ship into Pennsylvania provided that:
