MT POCONO, PA (February 19, 2022) — Mt Pocono Rotary has announced this
year’'s Community Aviation Day Fly-In Drive-In
Pancake Breakfast is Sunday, May 29, 2022 from
8 am to 2 pm at Pocono Mountains Municipal Air-
port with proceeds benefiting Mt Pocono Rotary
and the East Stroudsburg Salvation Army.

It has grown to be one of the Mt Pocono Rotary’s largest annual fundraisers with
over $200,000 raised and distributed to non-profit and deserving causes throughout
the community.”
